2. SPECIAL EXCEPTION

Mr. Robert Sheetsisrequesting a multi family development located at 3741
Tuckaleechee Pike.

Thesize of property isa 1.53 tract located in the Suburbanizing zone of Blount
County. Thedensity in thiszone with pubic sewer serviceis 6.2 unitsper acre.
Mr. Sheetsisrequesting 7 unitsto be placed on this parcel.

The set back requirementsareforty feet from all property lines. The site plan
indicates the set backs would be met. Upon footing inspections a footing survey may
berequired to verify the setbacks.

A buffer must be installed between the abutting residential property lines.
City sewer must be provided for required density of this development.
A grading permit will need to be obtained.

Mr. Sheets spokein favor of this Special Exception. He spoke of splitting
the lots and showed the plats and proposed property.

Jim Caldwell ask how you would get on to the property off the street.
He stated that there wer e some issues about the safety of where thiswas
located.

Mr. Sheets stated thisissue was addressed by the hor se shoe entrance to be
accessible from either direction you were coming from. Thisissue can
be verified by the Highway Department.

Therun off from this property was also discussed with an explanation of
theretention pond and how it would help with this matter.

A letter was presented by Laura Ledlieand read by Larry Campbell
concerning this special exception. Ms. Leslie voiced her concern about
this complex and what issues may arise from allowing thisto be passed
by the BZA,

Thelocation of this proposed site was discussed by the Board.

Some question wer e ask of Roger Fields about the density of the property with
septic and/or with sewer, and the drainage plan.

The Board discussed the site plan, where the fire hydrants were set, where
the garages wer e located, and how the schools would be affected.



The board discussed set backs, utility services, and meeting all the requirements of
the multi family units.

Stan Headrick made a motion to defer this Special Exception until letters could

be provided by the Highway Department, Maryville City about sewer, and the
location of thefire hydrants. Larry Campbell made a second to the motion.
